Design-Nation at Decorex 2017: Great design from working together

fantastic designers at Decorex this year, where the theme of our stand is collaboration and
working together. Three of the five are new to our portfolio in 2017, while the other two are
branching out into new ambitious projects, and the quality of their work will be very strong
indeed.

Working together has always been at the heart of Design-Nation’s ethos and programme and
it's a theme that is also close to the Decorex team, as they celebrate 40 years of this amazing
event. Brand director Simone DuBois comments, "From the outset, Decorex has had
collaboration at its core. From its initial partnership with the IIDA, it has brought trade buyers
and manufacturers together to form a community which is now the very essence of this
celebrated event. Through design, art and fashion, collaborations between designers and
manufacturers have produced some of the most surprising and inspirational creations to date.

Jacky Puzey is based in Bristol and creates extraordinary one-off machine embroideries, based
on her closely observed and colourful drawings of the natural world, especially exotic birds. She
was part of Craft Council's Hothouse programme in 2016 and has been pushing herself to take
her designs from simple wall hangings to actual furniture. Her Decorex proposal includes new
cocktail chairs being developed and made in close collaboration with upholsterer Leighanne
Treadwell, founder of Bristol Upholstery Collective and pioneering social entrepreneur, as well
as insider advice from Reloved Upholstery, Ercol’s favourites. Jacky is new to Design-Nation in
2017.

Strong colour continues with furniture by Coucou Manou, based near Bath, who make furniture
in a mix of walnut and Valchromat, a high quality high density fibre board that is created
ecologically from existing wood waste, dyed throughout so that the colour is solid. It is precision
cut to designer Nell Beale’s specifications which she develops in consultation with the expert
CNC mill. She then hand assembles, gilds and polishes in her rural workshop. Nell mainly works
to order and was part of Crafts Council's Injection programme in 2015. Nell is also new to
Design-Nation in 2017.

Other exhibitors include award-winning Allistair Covell, a Bedfordshire-based artist turned rug
designer, whose highly colourful and painterly rugs were a striking feature of the Campaign for
